e We will be using the Glencoe math curriculum for Pre Algebra that includes two soft cover books. There are 2 volumes,

and only 1 book will be used at a time. We will be using the Pearson math curriculum for Algebra which is a hardcover
textbook. There will also be various supplemental resources used to coincide with FSD adopted curriculum.

Work Expectations:

® Your overall grade will be determined by two categories: Weekly Records (worth 40%) and Assessments (worth 60%)
o  Weekly Records will consist of in-class and at-home assignments. These assignments are given to practice skills.
These will be graded based on effort (amount and quality of work shown) and accuracy (correct answers).
o Assessments are given to prove mastery of math concepts. These can be in the form of projects, quizzes, and
tests.
o Retake/redo opportunities are available for most math work to earn back points. This form is available in class
AND on Google Classroom. This often requires intervention, so please make arrangements with me to get help.
® Grading system used: A (90-100%), B (80-89%), C (70-79%), D (60-69%), F (0-59%).

Cheating:
