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INTRODUCTION:

Physics deals with the relationships between matter and energy.  Much of the physics we study  will be related to forces and motion Some of the major topics will include:  gravitational forces,  momenta, waves and energy transfer, reflection, refraction, acceleration, vectors and scalars, work and power, the nature of light (electromagnetic spectrum) and much more.  

A good foundation in trigonometry and algebra are essential if you wish to succeed in this class.  Every day you can expect from 6 to 20 story type math problems.  It is of the utmost importance that you keep up and don’t fall behind on your assignments.
